Huddersfield’'s Third Time at Wembley
When They Scored 1,178 POINTS

HE Huddersfield Cricket and Athletic Club, the parent body of the football club, was
T inaugurated in November, 1864, when a group of athletes formed the Huddersfield Athletic

Club. It was the amalgamation of the body with the St. John’s Cricket Club (founded in
1866) that saw the birth of the Huddersfield Cricket and Athletic Club.

The first club football match was played in 1869.

Huddersfield were a powerful organisation in Yorkshire Rugby Union, and regularly
supplied players to County teams, but it was not until the year 1890 that one of the major successes
came their way—the winning of the Yorkshire Challenge Cup, “ Th’ owd tin pot,” after a memor-
able game with Wakefield Trinity.

In 1895, when the Northern Union was formed, Huddersfield joined up, but their early
days were difficult ones, and the team fared so badly that at the end of the season 1903—4 they
were relegated to the Second Division. Fortunately for them, the League was re-organised in
1905 to include all the clubs in the first and second sections, and thus they spent only one year
in the lower sphzre.

The first season in the re-organised league marked the turning-point in Huddersfield’s fortunes.
The Club finished in the top half of the League, and the foundations were laid for the glorious
* Team of all the talents * which carried Huddersfield to the pinnacle of fame in the years preceding
the 1914-18 war.

A ““ Golden Age *’

Interest in the activities of the team was growing, crowds were getting bigger and bigger,
and Huddersfield were rapidly approaching their ““ Golden Age.” Rosenfeld, whom Huddersfield
people believe to be the greatest winger of all time, joined the Club in 1909, and by this time they
had risen to the fifth position in the league table.

In 1911-12, the Northern Rugby League Cup, the Yorkshire Challenge Cup, and the York-
shire League Cup found their way to Fartown, and in the following season the team played up to
January 18th without losing a match.

Huddersfield at this period were recognised on all hands as invincible, and in 1912-13, for
the second season in succession, three of the four cups were won. Then, in the following year,
the great ambition was achieved, and all four came to Fartown. Thus was Hunslet’s record equalled.
But other records were surpassed.

In 1913-14, Rosenfeld established a try-scoring record which seems likely to stand for many
a day—80 tries in a season. In the first round of the Northern Union Cup in the same season,
119 points were scored against Swinton Park’s two, a record score for a single match. In the
all-four cup season, Huddersfield were so much better than all their rivals that they scored
nearly 1,000 points more than were scored against them—1,178 against 273, another record.

More Successes

Had the first World War not stopped football, it is impossible to tell how many more records
would not have gone by the board. Certain it is that Huddersfield’s greatness would have made its
presence felt, for in 1919, Huddersfield showed that they had not lost the art of cup-winning.
For they straightaway got to work and won the Yorkshire Challenge Cup and in the following
season took the two Yorkshire trophies.

In 1920-21, Huddersfield carried off the Yorkshire League Cup and reached the Final of the
Rugby League Challenge Cup.

Apart from contesting the Final of the Yorkshire Challenge Cup in 1925-26, when they
were defeated, and success in this tournament in 1926-27, Huddersfield had to wait until 1928-29
before they came into the limelight again.

In that season, and the one following they carried off both the Rugby League Championship
and the Yorkshire League, and then in 1931-32, they won the Yorkshire Challenge Cup. The
latest success was in season 1932-33, when they won the Rugby League Challenge Cup for the
fourth time.

Of all the many famous players who have donned the claret and gold jersey, Wagstaff is
probably the widest known of all. His career reads like a romance. He played for Huddersfield
at 15, for Yorkshire and England at 17, captained Huddersfield at 19, Yorkshire at 20, and
England at 21, and was the leader of the most famous combination of professional footballers
the Rugby League has ever known.

His name is inscribed on the Rugby League Challenge Cup three times, which is in itself
a record. He captained the English tourists in Australia in 1914 and 1920, and played nine times
in Test Matches against that country.

Huddersfield are making their third appearance at Wembley.  They won the 1933 Final
against Warrington, 21 points— 17 points and lost to Castleford, 8 11 in 193

JOHN HUNTER, Full Back

An Australian, joined Huddersfield with Cooper. They were together in
the same Sydney team. Has been a regular choice for Other Nationalities,
and last summer played cricket for Salts in the Bradford League. An Army
colleague during the war was Ray Lindwall, the Australian fast bowler.

PETER HENDERSON, Right Wing Three Quarter

Made seven appearances in the New Zealand Rugby Union side before
turning professional. Has played in R.L. international football as an
outside half back and on the wing, and is second to Cooper in the club’s
try-scoring list.

DICK CRACKNELL, Right Wing Three Quarter

Still selected for England although he cannot win a regular place in the
Huddersfield side owing to the brilliance of Henderson. Has played in
only one cup-tie, scoring two tries. His father was with Leeds, Huddersfield,
and Swinton. k

RUSSELL PEPPERELL (Capt.), Right Centre Three Quarter

Captain and longest-service member. Made his debut against Bradford
Northern in September, 1939, and has filled every position in the back
division. Two brothers who have also played with Huddersfield are
Stanley and Albert.

PAT DEVERY, Left Centre Three Quarter

Was a leading personality before leaving Australia for Fartown. Captained
his country against Great Britain in the 1946 Tests, and was the first to
score 300 points this season. An automatic choice for Other Nationalities.

LIONEL COOPER, Left Wing Three Quarter

Another Australian who played Test football before coming to this country.
At Fartown has led the try-scoring list each season. Now captains Other
Nationalities.

PETER RAMSDEN, Stand-Off Half Back

A product of local football, this is his first full season in the senior side.
Played at centre for Huddersfield in the Yorkshire Cup Final, but has now
settled as Banks’s partner.

BILLY BANKS, Scrummage Half Back

Leeds brought him from South Wales in January, 1946, but allowed him
to move to Wakefield Trinity nearly a year later for £500. In August, 1948,
was transferred to Huddersfield for £1,850, and is regarded as the best
Welsh scrum-half in the game.

TED SLEVIN, Front Row Forward

He and Curran are the only Huddersfield players with experience of Cup
football at Wembley, playing with Wigan against Barrow in 1951. Signed
in November, 1951, and has played for England.

GEORGE CURRAN, Hooker

Toured Australia and New Zealand in 1946 as a Salford player, but
returned to join Wigan. Went to Fartown in December, 1951, and has
played a large part in the success of the pack.

JIM BOWDEN, Front Row Forward

Won Yorkshire Rugby Union schoolboy honours while at Giggleswick
school, and played for his county in Rugby League football as a centre.
Huddersfield have switched him to the pack, where he is following in
father’s (a Bramley forward) footsteps.

BILL GRIFFIN, Front Row Forward

Joined Huddersfield in August, 1951, from Abertillery, where, in his last
season in the amateur code, he was the club’s leading goal- and try-scorer.
Made his debut for Wales against France.

JACK BROWN, Second Row Forward

Graduating from Pendlebury Juniors, he signed with his brother for
Salford. During the war ““ guested > with Oldham, Batley, and Wakefield
Trinity. Left Salford for Fartown in November, 1951.

JACK LARGE, Second Row Forward

The third Wigan player in Huddersfield’s pack, he moved last close season.
Fartown’s officials wanted him after watching Wigan beat Bradford
Northern in the Championship Final last season.

DAVE VALENTINE, Loose Forward

The only Scot in the side, he was playing for Hawick Rugby Union Club
when Huddersfield signed him. Won Test and international honours, and
recently became an all-in wrestler.

First Time For St. Helens?
When “ Gates” were only £20

T. HELENS Rugby Football Club came into existence in 1875, and is said to have been founded
Sby a German by the name of Herman who was a chemist at a local glassworks.

They played as an amateur team on different grounds and came to their present head-
quarters in 1890, opening the season with Manchester Rangers as the opposition. ** Gates *’ in
those days were anything from £20 to £40.

St. Helens was a founder club of the *“ Northern Union ** at the time of the great split ; and
appeared in the first Challenge Cup Final against Batley in 1897.

_They again appeared in the Final of 1915 against Huddersfield, their oppoients of to-day, and
against Widnes in 1930, at Wembley.

On each occasion the club was defeated, by Batley 8-3, by Huddersfield 37-3 and by Widnes
10-3 in the second Final to be played at Wembley.

St. Helens have only once won the Lancashire Cup, in season 1926-27.

They were Lancashire League Champions in seasons 1929-30 and 1931-32, and have also
won the Lancashire League this season.

They were Northern Rugby League champions in 1931-32 season, and have finished at the
head of the League this season, but still have to play-off for the Championship.

St. Helens have had their ups and downs. Season 1926 saw the start of better times. The
club went far afield in search of players. Ellaby Fairclough and the Lewis brothers from South
Wales started the rise of the club’s fortunes. Later Hutt, Hall and Hardgrave came from New
Zealand, and along with Welsh Internationals Fred Roffey and Arthur Lemon and English
International Ben Halfpenny, Albert Fildes, Jack Arkwright, Ernie Shaw and Lou Houghton
all played their parts in making St. Helens into a great team.

St. Helens had four players chosen to tour Australia with the English team in 1928—a rare
honour, indeed.

Season 1931-32 was St. Helens’ best. They won two Cups, The Rugby League Championship
and the Lancashire League Championship. In season 1932-33 they reached the Lancashire
Cup Final and the Semi-Final of the Rugby League Cup.

Season 1933-34 saw the start of the decline. Financial troubles (due to declining gates and
high expenses) led to the best players being put on the transfer list, and from then to 1939 St.
Helens were never a good side.

During the War the club bravely carried on. Ne less than 33 of their players joined the forces,
and juniors were drafted in to help. Greenall, the present Captain, was one of those juniors.

St. Helens was formed into a limited company in 1937 with 10,000 shares at 10s. each, but
was poorly supported by the public.

When the war was over and the players started to return, the club received much better support.

Good management and wise spending by Directors is now showing good results. St. Helens
have the best team they ever had and their ground is one of the best in the League, and the playing
area the envy of al! the clubs.

Since the war the club has spent over £20,000 on ground improvements, and at the present
time concrete terracing is being put round the popular side of the ground.

The club is lucky in having a grand “ supporters’ club’ whose genzrous gifts have made
possible many of the improvements.

The club is now having its bast season ever. Only once has less than £1,000 been taken at a
home match, and they were the only team to beat the Australian tourists.

They have scored more points this season than ever in the long history of the club and possess
one of the greatest *“ away >’ records ever achieved by any side.

St. Helens reached the Final of the Lancashire Challenge Cup, but were beaten by Leigh.
They won the Lancashire League Cup, are playing to-day in the Final of the Rugby League
Challenge Cup, and have finished at the top of the Rugby League.

A wonderful performance, you will admit, and all St. Helens is hoping that the team repre

Product of local junior football. County honours. One of the fastest
players in the team and strong on defence. Has also played at scrum half.

GEORGE LANGFIELD, Scrummage Half Back.

Signed from Castleford, January 1952. Has scored in every match he has
played in this season. Played for Yorkshire County five times, has been
reserve for England twice. In his first full season has broken club’s record
for goals kicked, 107, and is still kicking them.

ALAN PRESCOTT, Front Row Forward.
